GROUND RULE #18

RCWLL would like to remind all spectators, coaches and players of Ground Rule #18, as approved by the District Administrators of the Texas East State Little League Association and revised by the Rose Capital West Little League Board of Directors, which states:

Any person, or persons, who publicly criticize the umpires (paid or voluntary), the league officials, opposing players or coaches will be asked to immediately leave the complex and will be barred from the complex for the rest of the game.  League officials will ask that all players be placed in their respective dugout and play stopped until the offender, or offenders, leave the complex.  Foul language or poor sportsmanship by any spectator will not be tolerated, and will result in the offender, or offenders, being barred from the complex for the remainder of the game.  Noisemakers such as bells, sirens, whistles, horns, and jugs with rocks in them or of any other type are strictly prohibited.  Any type of action taken for the obvious intent of distracting the opposing players will absolutely not be permitted.  The umpires and League Officials reserve the right to rule on any noise, or action, which they feel is an attempt to distract the opposing players.  If there is a second offense at a later game, the Board of Directors reserves the right to bar the offender, or offenders, from the complex for the remainder of the season.
